Goals of the program

This course main objective is to give students a deep understanding 
of Latin-American culture and its history through a sociological, 
historical and philosophical perspective. The course has three 
thematic units. The first unit covers the historical origins of Latin 
America from the Pre-Columbian Period until the process of 
Independence from the European Empires. The second unit presents 
the main characteristics of Latin-America’s cultural identity in its 
artistic, religious, racial, and popular manifestations. Finally, the third 
unit covers the main political, social, and cultural challenges for the 
Region in the 21st Century in issues such as populism, massive 
migrations, poverty, security, and climate change.



 

 

  

  

  

 

 

 

Academic Program 

Teaching and learning methodologies 

This course will include lectures by different UANDES professors and external 

lecturers that will involve student interaction. 

Students will have to choose a topic related to Latin-American Culture and 

History on which they will work through the duration of the program and will have 

to present it at the end of the course. They will be graded in accordance with the 

quality of the final paper, and its oral presentation. 

Students must prepare for each class by reading the pages indicated from the 

class textbook and watch the videos assigned for each class.

Evaluations  

The following table indicates the types of evaluation that will be carried out 

during the course, their weighting and a brief description of each of them. 



 

 

Description of Evaluations 

Midterm Evaluation: The Midterm Evaluation is a brief oral 

presentation (10 minutes) about the main topic and argument on 

the paper that the students will be working on during the whole 

program. 

Final Oral Presentation: The Final Oral Presentation is a 20-minute 

oral presentation about the main topic and argument on the paper 

that the students will deliver on the last day of the program. 

Final Paper: The Final Paper is a written essay of 10 to 15 pages 

analyzing any chosen topic of the program that will be submitted on 

the last day of the program. 

Class Participation: Class Participation will be evaluated according 

to the student’s attendance and active participation in the program 

lectures.
